Guide for Authors 

Please read these instructions carefully and follow them strictly. In this way you will help us to publish your Abstract as efficient as possible. The ISTC reserves the right not to publish Abstracts that will not be in accordance with these instructions. 

Abstracts should be typed in English, one-two A4 page in length in 1.5 spacing throughout with a margin of 30mm at the top and bottom and on both sides, Font - Times New Roman. Authors will find it helpful to consult a sample Abstract given in a separate file. All Abstracts will be printed in the Conference Proceedings Book.
Organization of Abstract

Title. The title should be specific, informative and as short as possible.

Authors' names. These should appear below the title, with the first name of each author given in full.

Addresses. The laboratory (or laboratories) where the work was carried out should be given below the authors' names. If the work was carried out at more than one laboratory, the names of the authors should be followed by superscript numbers, which should also precede the names of the appropriate laboratories.
Main Text. Should be clear and comprehensible to readers. The texts will most likely be published “as is”, and Authors are requested to check their texts carefully before submitting.
Acknowledgement of personal and/or financial support (including ISTC projects/programs) should be made in a separate paragraph below the Main Text. 

References to the literature can be included at the bottom of the page (not in the Footnote). All references should be numbered in the order in which they appear in the text, using Arabic numerals. References should take the format as in the sample Abstract. 

Submission and Deadline 

Abstracts should be sent by e-mail, as attached files in MS Word format. Please use the first author’s family name and initials for the file name (ex: IvanovAB.doc). If you are giving the oral presentation during the Conference, please add “_op” to the file name (ex: IvanovAB_op.doc).   All Abstracts should be submitted not later than April 30, 2009.
