RESOLUTION
OF THE INTERNATIONAL WORKSHOP OF ENVIRONMENTAL EXPERTS 

Based on presentations and discussions of Representatives of the Federal Assembly, Executive Authorities of the Russian Federation (RF), ISTC senior officials, and leading Russian and international experts in environmental protection, the participants of the Working Meeting have put forward the following recommendations:

1. Further development of the collaborative international science and technology aimed at ensuring global and regional environmental safety is extremely important. Recognizing this fact the participants propose to approve the ISTC practice of supporting Russian research and development activities in this area. RF authorities are asked to facilitate strengthening of the legal framework of ISTC operations on in Russia.

2. Russia has great scientific potential and highly qualified personnel for conducting environmental research.  There are therefore promising opportunities for a stronger representation of leading Russian organizations in joint international projects, including those funded by ISTC and of and the Russian Government. It is recommended to
 promote co-funding of future research activities by ROSNAUKA (Ministry of Science and Technology of RF) and by other government agencies of Russia and to attract private sector funds. 

3. It is recommended that ISTC authorities consider as the first priority those projects as a high priority, provided they comply with tasks and priorities of National Projects and Programs on Environmental Protection.

4. When planning further ISTC activities in support of supporting Russian research and developments, it is recommended to aim at work on environmental risk assessment and management, prevention of further pollution and climate change mitigation. It is recommended to implement the relevant ISTC Programmatic Approach to focus on the following tentative tasks:

- Clean air,
- Clean water,
- Clean soil, and
-  Mitigation of consequences of climate change.

Special attention should be paid to:

-  Development of technologies and technical means for reducing an anthropogenic pressure on the environment and for solving urgent local environmental problems; 

- Development of new analytical methods and equipment to create a qualitative analytical environmental framework and to use it for fundamental and applied research;

- Fundamental investigations of causes, mechanisms and consequences of environmental changes triggered by anthropogenic activity;

- Creation of technologies and technical means for effective and environmentally safe public water supply (drinking water as a priority), reduction of pollution of aquatic and air environment by industrial and transport emissions, reduction of pollution of soil (including agricultural land);

- Development of new structural materials and manufacturing technologies, including those based on nano- and biotechnologies, which ensure technical, economic and environmental synergetic effects.

5. Recommend to the ISTC, that an open ISTC database be created on environmentally friendly resource-saving technologies, including data on CIS institutes and organizations, engaged in the relevant activities.

6. Recommend the ISTC to support creation of an international laboratory for air, water, soil, and biota sample contamination monitoring and analysis on the base of one of the specialized research centers. The laboratory should be equipped with state-of-the-art, certified instrumentation and will be based on international standards and methods of environmental monitoring. It will be established in collaboration with Russian and foreign scientists with regard to specific nature of approved ISTC projects in such a way as to support the maximum number of projects.

7. To ask the Parliamentary Center “Science-intensive Technologies and Intellectual Property” to summarize the proposals made by the experts from the Federal Assembly and other leading Russian specialists pertaining to cooperation with ISTC on environmental research and developments. 

8. When planning further ISTC activities it is recommended to make a strong focus on supporting those activities, to enable Russia to fulfill its international obligations on environment and management of natural resources.
It is recommended tо facilitate innovations within R&D activities funded by ISTC, to promote R&D results to the Russian economy, to contribute to commercialization of these results and to introduce them to international markets.

9.  It is suggested that a permanent Working Group be organized in order to implement the above recommendations and to coordinate related activities.  Such a Working Group  shall consist of representatives of ISTC, executive authorities of RF, associated industrial and business structures, and representatives of science and technology community. 
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
